NMPC considered the application at a meeting last night and unanimously voted to 


OBJECT to this revised application. 


NMPC determined that whilst steps have been taken to mitigate the ‘overlooking’ 


aspect of the property by sinking it lower, our remaining objections and concerns as 


listed below (in bold) under section CS11 & CS12 of the local plan and submitted on 


the many previous applications remain. 


This road cannot sustain any loss of public parking spaces. Even with parking 


provided on site for the residents this does not address the loss of much needed 


public spaces in this heavily congested area. 


We also remain concerned that the parking spaces shown do not offer a layout that 


will enable sufficient manoeuvrability for use by the inhabitants. 


We would also like the planning officer to obtain clarity in relation the following points 


that remain unclear with this application. 


• The application form details 2 bedrooms, but the drawings show 3 


• We are unsure whether the meterage in the application form or the meterage 


shown on the elevations is the correct plot measurement.  


• Under the adopted Dacorum Borough Council Parking Standards 


Supplementary Planning Document November 2020, C3 houses require 1 per 


house active charging point and we are unclear as to where this is illustrated 


on the drawings.

This application if for a development in the rear gardens of two properties with 


suggested access to a very congested small side road. This side road is an area 


where residents are currently experiencing huge issues in relation to existing lack of 


parking provision. The access to this proposed development would result in the loss 


of existing spaces. NMPC are currently working to alleviate issues with regards 


parking in this vicinity and this development would exacerbate this shortage 


NMPC object to this application under CS11 and CS12 of the local plan on the 


grounds of  







• Overdevelopment 


• Adding unnecessary point of conflict on the highways network 


• Egress and ingress. Loss of existing parking spaces on an already very 


congested road 


• Overlooking on existing properties, (particularly due to topography) 


• Quality of neighbourhood design (not in keeping with street 


scene/surrounding density 


• NMPC are also concerned about the lack of elevations in the application 


documents and the lack of plans illustrating the scale of excavation 


works needed to bring down the existing land level where it will meet 


Mill Close. 


• NMPC would like it noted that there are inconsistencies on the Design 


and Access statement ie sq meterage is quoted at a different figure to 


the plans and there is a mention of trees on one set of documents and

Further to my email earlier to the West1 enquiries team I write to you today in relation to the above 


appeals lodged against the applications for Nash House. 


I have spoken to our Lead Planning Authority (Dacorum Borough Council) and have been unable to 


obtain the appellants supporting statements as they do not have it on file and am therefore 


responding to the appeals in the position of only having a small understanding of the basis of those 


appeals. 


Nash House is a much-valued asset in our parish and it one of our only remaining heritage buildings. 


There has been a long and convoluted planning history spanning numerous iterations and 


applications that have seemed to unnecessarily duplicate processes and create confusion for the 


sole purpose of overturning the original approved plans to endeavour to squeeze more dwellings in 


to an already very congested area. We do not feel that any of the iterations ensures that the 


application complies with the Dacorum Borough Council (DBC) adopted parking standards. 


I would like to confirm that the original concerns that Nash Mills Parish Council (NMPC) expressed 


still remain valid and I believe, after assurances from the planning officer, that these should be 


included in the reports to be submitted by DBC. These views were supported by Cllr Jan Maddern as 


Borough Councillor, and I believe that her comments are also contained within the report that the 


planning officer is submitting to HMPI. 


We have maintained that the parking as laid out on site did not allow for sufficient space and that 


the disabled parking space as built was not the size as detailed in the plans, consequently providing 


an inaccurate representation of the facts and creating a space that is not fit for purpose. 
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I understand that the appellant is appealing on the grounds of non-determination. Whilst I am 


unsure of the actual detail as we have not seen the statement, I would like to confirm that NMPC 


have always complied with all timescales as set down by DBC and that open and transparent 


communication has always been undertaken. We have always responded promptly to any enquiries. 


I have included a number of our submitted objections below to illustrate the gravity that we have 


awarded to this case and the full engagement of the council in responding promptly to all iterations. 


We were in fact waiting for a site visit at the suggestion of the Parish council and case officer to 


meet with the agent to address our concerns on site in an open and transparent manner. We were 


advised by our LPA that this process was understandably complicated due to the Covid-19 pandemic 


and the resulting restrictions impacted on the ability for the group to meet. 


We feel strongly that the lack of sight of the appellants statement has not enabled the parish council 


or indeed any residents to make an accurate representation and would respectfully ask that this is 


taken into consideration when you undertake your review. Our most recent comments as reported 


on the DBC planning portal are listed below, however there are numerous comments from the 


parish over the course of this application therefore please do not hesitate to contact me if I can be of 


any further assistance or if you require any further clarity from us

Nash House Objection March 2021 


NMPC strongly object and request that this case is brought to DMC on the following basis, if necessary. 


This site has been the subject of numerous applications, many of which in reality are seeking planning 


permission for work that is in progress or indeed completed. In some cases, completed works do not even 


comply with the application that is under consideration. Some of the applications have included incorrect details 


or claims, this application is unfortunately a further example.  


This application has been put to us for re-consideration, however OUR ORIGINAL CONCERNS HAVE NOT 


BEEN ADDRESSED. 


We maintain that changes to the parking provision must be considered as an amendment to the previously 


approved full planning application in line with DBC process to enable full appraisal of the impact to be 


undertaken, and for the proposals to be correctly measured against the parking standards. That said, this 


proposal has been updated to seemingly address our concern expressed in our earlier objection regarding the 


disabled parking space pedestrian manoeuvrability area (as shown in the hatched area) - a change that has in 


fact already been implemented without planning permission - except that the new space has in fact been 


implemented at 1000 wide not 1200 as shown on the proposal.  


 


Despite the applicants repeated claims to the contrary, the elevations DO NOT CORRELATE WITH THE 


ALREADY BUILT CONVERSION (built without planning permission), and whilst the planning statement questions 


the right to challenge this, we as a parish council are bringing this to the planning officers’ attention as our 


decision-making, lead planning authority. The photograph does not appear to show the same angle as the 


elevation and therefore a sound judgement cannot be made on the basis of that photograph.  Furthermore, we 


require clarity on how this matter would ever be addressed should the applicant's objection be upheld as it is 


highly unlikely that any alteration could ever be implemented without impacting on the whole block (and the 


apartment above) or the river (stream) bank. We are concerned that this seems to form the basis of the planning 


statement which could therefore bring into question the integrity of the intent behind such a misleading 


application.   


We therefore maintain ALL our original concerns. 


 


 


Nash House Objection January 2021

NMPC strongly Object to the new application. 


Grounds for the objection 


• Parking  


NMPC believes that the re-working of the parking provision should not be included in a sub-application. Parking 


for the complete scheme is inextricably linked to the main development application and should only be 


considered as an amendment to the original planning application for the whole development, allowing for 


satisfactory consideration and consultation. 


In any case, current parking standards for a 1-bedroom dwelling require 1 unallocated space or 1.25 allocated. 


Since the developer has now applied residence numbers to each parking space, they must be considered as 


allocated. The proposal therefore falls short of the standards. 


• Disabled Parking Provision unsuitable (section 8.8/8.9 of the Dacorum SPD) 


This parking space is the same size as all other spaces and also requires the user to open a door directly into a 


road. This is a dangerous situation for any user and even more so for a disabled user. BS8300(revised) is the 


standard that suggest that suitable manoeuvrability for wheelchair users should be incorporated in design of 


designated car parking spaces. There is not suitable available space around the designated parking for a 


disabled user to use the space safely. This suggested parking space carries huge risk of harm to the user. 


The dimensions of off-street parking bays should provide a rectangle at least 4800mm long by 2400mm 


wide for the vehicle, along with additional space where the bays are marked perpendicularly to the 


access aisle, an additional width of at least 1200mm along each side.  
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• Misinformation re facade 


Facade information and layout of the windows was misinformed at the recent development Management 


Committee meeting when considering 20/02550/FUL which means that NMPC’s original concerns about light still 


stand. NMPC also feel that previous decisions were made on inaccurate information as the plans do not 


accurately reflect what is being built. 


In addition to the new points above many points in our previous objections have not been addressed. 


Please note that I have included our most recent objections in full below for reference, but it should be 


noted that since these objections were lodged that Dacorum Borough Council have now adopted their 


new minimum parking standards.

Objection Nov 2020 NMPC have considered the submitted amendments to the application and object to this 


revised application as we do not feel that our earlier concerns have been addressed satisfactorily. 


 NMPC feel that the planning officers report detailing his extensive justification for recommending refusal of the 


previous application have only been addressed in part. The concerns about the space being suitable and well-


designed living space is still not met in our opinion. The proposed development would result in overdevelopment 


and overcrowding. NMPC fully supports the view of the conservation officer, this amended scheme is not in 


character and will have a detrimental effect on a very significant heritage asset. 


We also object under CS12 with the following points 


Cs12 (b) Parking was a component of our original objection, there are insufficient spaces for the number of 


approved flats even without this additional unit. There would be no overall increase in the net number of spaces 


available for Nash House (including the community facility within) to provide this proposed dwelling with parking. 


Parking remains a major issue in Nash Mills especially within the Wharf. 


Objection June 2020 Below 


Nash House Planning Objection June 2020 


NMPC would like to strongly object to the 2 planning applications submitted for Nash House 20/01249/FUL and 


20/01248/FUL. 


Both applications have been appraised separately but as the objections to both are consistent in many 


ways this objection letter will be applied to both with separate points which are application specific being 


noted at the bottom. 


Nash House has had a complicated planning history and it has always been the intention of Nash Mills Parish 


Council to ensure that any development is sympathetic and appropriate for a property of such significant 


historical value. Whilst NMPC has objected previously to plans for the property they have supported the offer by 


the developer to retain a much-needed community space within the development. NMPC has previously 


expressed concerns about overcrowding and congestion with parking, however this can only be exacerbated by 


applying to fit more dwellings into a property that is already substantially developed.  We have listed our 


objections below in line with the Adopted Core Strategy and the National Planning Policy Framework and would 


respectfully urge DBC to refuse both applications. 


We note that in the planning statement from DLA there is significant reference to planning comments made in 


2017, in particular with regards to parking and parking provision (Planning Statement 1.3.4 ‘The proposed level 


of parking is in accordance with previously approved schemes on the site as well as the wider Sappi 


site.’ ‘1.3.3 The proposal would provide good accommodation for future occupiers and would not have a 


noticeable additional impact on the character of the area or the amenity of neighbouring occupiers 


beyond that approved. ‘ 


Our residents are now living with the impact of these previous decisions and therefore we do not feel that they 


can be suitably used as an argument to address the impact of increased parking requirements as a result of 


these conversions. There has also been considerable development locally within the last three years with another 


large development approved at the Milbor site therefore we would suggest that there needs to be a revised study 


of the local parking requirements and existing provision and consideration must be given to these factors when 
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considering any new dwellings. If there was sufficient parking provision, we would not have neighbouring streets 


impacted so widely. It should also be noted that the conversion of the gym area results in a property whose view 


is of the bin store for the whole property.

The 


proposed street view indicates that the location has a lot of available space in its immediate 


proximity whereas a site visit would confirm that this is in fact the opposite. The access is a tight side 


street, hindered by a severe lack of parking for the existing residents. 


 


NMPC determine all planning applications strictly in line with the adopted local and national policies 


and procedures. Parking is of huge concern to us and our residents. The appellant makes reference 


to the existing parking spaces, however unfortunately the image submitted does not accurately 


reflect the stress on these limited spaces and we feel that this might not be an accurate 


representation of when all inhabitants are home ie after 5pm and especially at weekends - the 


period during which we feel that the impact must be assessed. 


NMPC remain committed to supporting both our residents who wish to build and also those who 


have issues with proposed development by engaging wholeheartedly with the planning process and 


on that basis, we would welcome the opportunity for you to visit our parish, particularly to look at
